Contrast 1: 
When the Jews saw the crowds, they were filled with jealousy and 

talked abusively against what Paul was saying.   v. 45 

 

When the Gentiles heard this, they were glad and honored the word of 

the Lord.  v. 48 

 

Contrast 2: 
Since you reject it and do not consider yourselves worthy of eternal life, 

we now turn to the Gentiles.  v. 46 

 

And all who were appointed for eternal life believed.  v. 48 

 

Contrast 3: 
But the Jews incited the God-fearing women of high standing and the 

leading men of the city.  They stirred up persecution against Paul and 

Barnabas and expelled them from their region. v. 50 

 

And the disciples were filled with joy and the Holy Spirit.  v. 52
